amount received in connection with the sale of the residential property, after payment of
existing liens, taxes, and closing costs, in exchange for the Receivers agreement that the
Receiver will not seek additional amounts from the family member. The Receiver filed a
motion seeking approval of the terms of that arrangement with the Court (Docket No.
118) and subsequently received the Court’s approval (Docket No. 122). The Receiver
anticipates the sale of the subject real estate to close in the first half of the third quarter of
2010.

(6) The Receiver is presently engaged in efforts to address charitable
contributions for the purpose of determining which, if any, such contributions can be
beneficially recovered by the Receivership estate.

(7)  The Receiver continues to be engaged in efforts to determine what, if any,
other claims may be efficiently pursued to recover assets fro the Receivership Estate.

C. Liguidating Bank and Investment Accounts,

Since the filing of the Receiver’s Second Status Report, the Receiver has
continued to liquidate all funds, accounts or other assets held by, in the name of, or for

the benefit of, directly or indirectly, any and all of the Receivership Defendants by any

~bank; brokerage {irm;-or other financial-institution- and- transferred-all proceeds-to-the

accounts established by the Receiver for the operation and benefit of the Receivership
estate. During the second quarter, the Receiver requested $2,231.76 in funds from two
joint accounts of Defendant Huber and one of the Relief Defendants, and anticipates the
transfer of those funds to the Receiver’s account during the third quarter. Also during the
second quarter, the Receiver received $58,145.00 as a partial distribution of the hedge
fund assets held in the Summit Private Investments account. The Receiver has been

advised that distribution of the remaining value of the hedge funds held by Summit
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Private Investments, in the amount of $6,655.43, will be made during the first half of the
third quarter 2010. The only other such funds, accounts or other assets which have not
yet been transferred to the Receiver’s accounts are those where the value of the account
could not be liquidated at this time.

See Exhibit B hereto, the Receiver’s Schedule of Receipts and Disbursements, for
further information regarding the amounts and sources of funds transferred to the
Receiver’s accounts from liquidation of the business assets of the Receivership
Defendants.

d. Securing and Evaluating Life Insurance Policies.

As reported in the Receiver’s Second Status Report, the Receiver has consulted
with and obtained advice from a life insurance expert who has advised the Receiver to
hold the current life insurance policies for one year to determine if a life settlement offer
can be obtained during that time and to evaluate which if any policies to hold beyond one
year.

e, Contact with Investor Victims.

As indicated in the Receiver’s First Status Report, the Receiver has established a

other interested parties to obtain information and periodic court filings related to the
Receivership estate and continues to keep that web page updated. A copy of this Status
Report will be posted on the web page. The Receiver and his aftorneys have also
continued to have telephone and email communications with various investors or their
representatives on a regular basis to, infer alia, answer inquiries and provide information

related to the Receivership estate.
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As stated in previous status reports, the Receiver has indicated to various investor
victims that, from a receivership standpoint, it is safe to say that the amount of any
potential future distribution out of the receivership estate will be significantly less than
any investment amount deposited by an investor and may, depending on individual
circumstances, vary by investor. The Receiver and his advisors continue to evaluate
whether to file tax returns for Hubadex and the funds and whether to issue Form K-1s to
investors. If K-1s are issued, the Receiver anticipates that they will be issued no later
than September 15, 2010.

T. Unsecured Claims of Non-Investor Creditors.

Since the filing of the Receiver’s previous status reports, the Receiver has taken
steps to collect and verify information on potential unsecured claims held by various non-
investor creditors against the Receivership Defendants, which currently total $99,150.24,
The Receiver’s schedule identifying such claims is attached hereto as Exhibit D; listing
of any claim on this schedule is not an acknowledgement that any amounts are actually
owed. During the third quarter of 2010, the Receiver plans to file a motion to obtain the
Court’s approval fo establish initial claims procedures and a claims bar date, and for
approval of proposed claims forms,

B. RECEIVER’S FUND ACCOUNTING

The Receiver’s Standardized Fund Accounting Report (“SFAR”) for the Second
Quarter 2010 is attached hereto as Exhibit A, The SFAR sets forth the funds received
and disbursed from the Receivership estate during this reporting period. As reported in
the SFAR, the amount of cash on hand is $4,525,109.96, which reflects payment by the
Receiver of $834,173.28 for administrative expenses, consisting of payments to the

Receiver and the Receiver’s retained professionals for the first quarter of 2010, and
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business asset expenses. The Receiver anticipates filing a fee application within the next
14 days secking payment to the Receiver and the Receiver’s retained professionals for the
second quarter of 2010.

C. RECEIVER’S SCHEDULE OF RECEIPTS AND DISBURSEMENTS

The Receiver’s Schedule of Receipts and Disbursements {“Schedule™) for the
Second Quarter 2010 is attached hereto as Exhibit B. The Schedule sets forth the
following receipts and disbursements for the quarter:

1. The amounts and sources of funds transferred to the Receiver’s accounts
from liquidation of the business assets of the Receivership Defendants, totaling
$1,845,008.76;

2. Income from interest earned on the Receiver’s accounts and from
clawback payments from investors, totaling $586,044.57,

3. Income from other sources, such as the sale of certain personal assets of
the Receivership Defendants, refunds of fees paid to the IRS for copies of Receivership
Defendants’ tax returns, and an adjustment credited to the Receiver’s account by Chase

Bank, totaling $82,312.53;

ode-Disbursements - made- from--the -Receiver’s—accounts - for-receivership-- o

operations, consisting of business and personal asset expenses, and payments to the
Receiver and the Receiver’s retained professionals pursuant to court order, totaling
$834,173.28. Of this amount, $602,033.81 was used to pay off the mortgage on the La
Jolla property so that its sale could be completed.

The Schedule does not include certain cash assets and unliquidated investments
originally held or made by the Receivership Defendants which have not yet been

transferred to the Receiver’s accounts.
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D. RECEIVERSHIP PROPERTY

All known Receivership Property which remains unliquidated, or which was
liquidated or partially liquidated during the second quarter of 2010, is identified and
described in the Master Asset List attached hereto as Exhibit C, including approximate or
actual valuations, and anticipated or proposed dispositions. The Master Asset List does
not include assets and potentially recoverable assets for which the Receiver is still
evaluating the value, potential value and/or ownership interests. The Receiver continues
to evaluate certain other types of assets that may be recoverable by the Receivership
estate, including, but not limited to charitable donations and other property.

E. LIQUIDATED AND UNLIQUIDATED CLAIMS HELD BY THE
RECEIVERSHIP ESTATE

The Receivership estate contains several liquidated and unliquidated claims
against various individuals and entities, including fraudulent transfer or “clawback”
claims from some investors. As noted above, based on the Receiver’s and his attorneys’
investigation of these claims, the Receiver has sent demands for recovery of fictitious

profits to 39 investors for clawback amounts totaling $2,514,641.23. Through the date of

.this status report, twenty-five investors have agreed to pay back 100%.of the clawback .. .. ... . .

amounts demanded from them in the amount of $1,525,168.25. O these investors, 18
have actually paid a total of $925,537.91 and another seven have agreed to pay an
additional $599,630.34, but have not yet made payment. In addition, another six investors
against whom the Receiver has $709,862.47 in clawback claims have engaged in written
and/or oral negotiations, either directly or through counsel, with the Receiver and his
counsel regarding the clawback demands. Finally, seven investors against whom the

Receiver has $276,638.96 in clawback claims have either not responded to

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communications from the Receiver or have rejected the Receiver’s efforts to resolve the
clawback claims amicably.

As reported in the last Status Report, most of the investors who have returned
clawback amounts, as well as those with whom the Receiver is currently in discussions,
have requested assurance from the Receiver that upon payment of the full amount in
fictitious profits demanded by the Receiver, the Receiver will not pursue return of
principal deposits also withdrawn by the investor at the time fictitious profits were
withdrawn by the investor.

In those instances, the Receiver has provided a release letter to those investors
who have requested one in return for a full clawback amount payment. The release letter
provides a statement by the Receiver that he will not seek the return of withdrawn
deposits from that investor upon two conditions: first, the Receiver does not learn facts
showing that the investor received additional funds from Huber of which the Receiver is
currently unaware; and second, the Receiver does not learn facts of which he is currently
unaware showing that the investor knew or had reason to know that Huber was running a

Ponzi scheme at the time the investor withdrew money from the Ponzi scheme.

$543,684.68 in clawbacks the Receiver revised the release language to state that the
Receiver’s release of claims against principal were in consideration of, and in reliance on,
the accuracy of the investors” representations and warranties that the amounts of deposits
and withdrawals were as stated in the releases as well as representations and warranties
that the investors withdrew all amounts from Huber in good faith such that at the time of
each withdrawal, the investor did not know or have reason to know that Huber was

running a Ponzi scheme.

As reflected above, through issuance of release letters, to date, twenty-five
investors have agreed to pay back 100% of the clawback amounts demanded from them
in the amount of $1,525,168.25, representing a significant percentage of the total
clawbacks sought in the amount of $2,514,641.23. Also, as noted above, the Receiver is
hopeful based on ongoing discussions with the remaining investors and their counsel, to
obtain agreements from additional investors to repay clawback amounts without having
to resort fo litigation. For those investors who refuse to return the clawback amounts
claimed by the Receiver, including those investors who have failed to respond to
communications from the Receiver regarding clawback claims, the Receiver expects to
file suit in the United States District Court for the Northern District of Illinois seeking the
return of all clawback claims which have not been otherwise resolved.

Finally, in addition to the foregoing, the Receiver is evaluating potential clawback
claims relating to charitable contributions as well as other claims. At this time the
investigation and research is ongoing as to these claims and as such, the Receiver has
nothing specific to report other than to identify these as potential claims which are being
investigated,

- F. CREDITORS AND CLAIMS AGAINST THE RECEIVERSHIP ESTATE

As discussed in the Receiver's Second Status Report, the Receiver and his
attorneys have provided notice to all known potential claimants, particularly investor
victims, by contacting them at their last known address as maintained in the records of
Receivership Defendants and have collected claims information from the investor victims
via claim forms provided with the Receiver’s mailing to the investors. In the interim, the
Receiver has cross-checked the list of known investors against records subsequently

received from federal authorities and third parties to verify the completeness of the list.

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In addition, as discussed above, the Receiver has collected information regarding
potential unsecured claims of various potential non-investor creditors of the Receivership
Defendants (see Exhibit D hereto). During the third quarter of 2010, the Receiver plans
to file a motion to obtain the Court’s approval to establish initial claims procedures and a
claims bar date, and for approval of proposed claims forms.

The Receiver and his attorneys are continuing to analyze potential claims, and
plan to confer with the SEC regarding the Receiver’s analysis before the end of the next
quarter. Thereafter, in consultation and collaboration with the SEC, the Receiver and his
attorneys will review the SEC’s approach followed in similar cases in order to propose
for Court approval a just and fair distribution plan for the creditors of the Receivership
estate, particularly investor victims. Upon formulation of this distribution plan, the
Receiver will file a motion with the Court, giving notice to all investor victims and other
known creditors of the Receivership estate, of the Receiver’s intent to receive Court
approval for a distribution plan. At that point, the creditors can file objections to any
proposed plan before the Court enters an order on such motion.

G. CONCLUSION

the following reasons:

1. ‘The continued investigation and analysis of assets and potentially
recoverable assets for which the Receiver is still evaluating the value, potential value
and/or ownership interests;

2. The continued efforts of the Receiver to liquidate various assets of the

Receivership Estate;

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3. The continued investigation and analysis of the potential claims against
the Receivership Estate, including, but not limited to, the claims and records of investor
victims and the unsecured claims of non-investor creditors;

4. The continued investigation, analysis and recovery of potential clawback
claims relating to the Receivership Estate;

5. The continued analysis and formulation, in consultation with the SEC, of a
just and fair distribution plan for the creditors of the Receivership estate, particularly
investor victims, and the subsequent notice to investors and potential claimants, and
submission of a motion for Court approval, of such plan; and

6. The carrying out of any other legal and/or appointed duties of the Receiver

as identified in the October 13, 2009, Order Appointing Receiver, or as the Court deems

necessary.
